INTERCONNECTION AGREEMENT FOR SMALL
PHOTOVOLTAIC SYSTEM TO THE ELECTRIC UTILITY GRID

This is an Agreement between Florida Keys Electric Cooperative Association,

Inc. (“FKEC"), as the electric utility, and

, (“Member”), for the interconnection of a small solar powered generating

photovoltaic system (“SPS”) that uses an inverter rated at no more than 10 kW
alternating current (“AC”) power output and is primarily intended to offset part of or all of
a residential member’s current electricity requirements. The parties agree as follows:

1. Member shall complete the Application and Compliance form attached as

Exhibit 1.

2. At least ten (10) business days before the date the Member expects to
begin operating the SPS in parallel with utility’s electric system, the customer shall
provide FKEC with the following:

(@)  Certification that the SPS contractor has complied with IEEE — 929,
entitled “Recommended Practice for Utility Interface of Photovoltaic
("PV”) Systems”, dated April 3, 2000, which is incorporated by
reference into this Agreement;

(b)  Certification that the SPS contractor has complied with either IEEE
Standard 1262-1995, entitted “Recommended Practice for
Qualification of Photovoltaic Modules”, dated April 12, 1996, “IEC
Standard 612157, dated April 1993 or “IEC Standard 61646, dated
November 1996;

(c) Certification that the SPS contractor has complied with UL
Standard 1741, entitled “Standard for Safety for Static Converters
and Charge Controllers for Use in Photovoltaic Power Systems”,
dated January 17, 2001; UL Standard 1703, entitled “Standard for
Safety: Flat-Plate Photovoltaic Modules and Panels”, dated August
1, 1986, and;

(d)  Proof of general liability insurance for personal and property
damage in the amount of no less than $100,000.00.

(e) The SPS must be inspected and approved by local code officials
prior to its operation to ensure compliance with all applicable local
